1.5FISCAL ADMINISTRATION

1.5.1 Income

Consolidated income of both th&eneral Fund (GF) and Economic Enterprise (EE) totaled
P806,339,948.79 in CY 2018. This is an increase of 5.44% from the consolidated income of the
aforementioned funds of P764,670,231.83 in 2017. Such increase is a slowdown of the then 10.63%
increase irthe previous period.

The income from the Special Education Fund (SEF) on the other hand totaled P27,656,796.68 in
CY 2018. Adding the same to the same to the consolidated income under the general fund would bring
the total revenues of the local governmieto P833,996,745.47The total revenues for CY2018 showed
an increase of 6.32% from the total revenues of P784,392,004.81 in 2017. The increase is a slowdown

Of the total LGU incomd?213,600,397.29 comes from local sources including those intended
for the Special Education Fund (SEF). The total income from local sources increased by 9.29%, which is
almost level with the 9.7% increase in the previous period.

Of the various sources dbcallygenerated income, the bulk comes from business taxes
accounting for 25.56 %, followed by income from economic enterprises 16.47%, real property taxes
15.58%, regulatory fees 14.69%, special education tax 12.95%, business and service income 9%.The
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business and service income consisted of rental proceeds from commercial buildings, city gym, cultural
center and others, as well as fees from the issuance of clearances and the operation of the city
livelihood training and productivity center, and repayyhé & FNRBY (GKS OA(eéQa K2dzaAy
local revenues come from other taxes composed of: community tax, franchise tax, occupation tax,
professional tax, property transfer tax, tax on delivery trucks/vans, sand and gravel tax, socialized
housingtax. For the second straight year, the city did not receive any remittances from the share of
national wealth, mining fees.

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In the previous period, the comparative performance of regular sources of local revenues show
that all local income sources increased except for the slight decrease in special education tax by 0.28%
andincome from economic enterprises by 1.85%. For 2BQ¥8, all major sources of local income
increased with real property taxes posting 38.29%, special education tax by 40.23%, business taxes by
4.72% and economic enterprises by 10.31%.

In terms of colletion performance from major sources in 2018, collection efficiency from the
general fund is 96.9%, which is lower than the performance of the economic enterprises, surpassing its
target at 107.8%. This is largely fueled by the income of the slaughterhhish increased by 169%, in
view of the recently passed adjustments in fees. Compared to the previous year 2017, the general fund
is
slightly higher than that of the economic enterprises registering a collection efficiency of 94.66%
compared to 93.82% ohe latter.

For the collection efficiency of local taxes, business taxes surpassed its target at 112.4% from
106.52% in 2017 and only 82.70% in 2016. Collection of real property taxes improvedand surpassed its
target at 106.9% from79.73%in 2017 and o®h/70% in 2016.Under economic enterprises the highest
collection performing facility is Slaughterhouse which exceeded its target and registered a collection
performance of 169.4%. The collection performance of this facility dipped in the previous per&s 63
from 72% in 2016. The Public Market collection efficiency reduced to 97.1% from previously exceeding
its target by 101%in 2017 and 102% in 2016.The Land Transport Terminal almost met its target at 99.7%
from 100.25% collection efficiency in 2017 and®ih 2016.

Income from the General Fund increased by 5.23% 11.25% which is lower than the increase of
11.25% in 2017 and 12.47% in 2016.All major local income sources in the general fund posted positive
increases except for having zero receipts from the share obnatiwealth for the second consecutive
year.For the Economic Enterprises, the collections increased by 10.31% from a slight increaseof1.92% in
2017 and2.05% in 2016.The city public market is only economic enterprise that exhibited a reduced

For real property taxes (RPT), the gross total assessed value of taxable real properties reached
more than P3.046 billion as of end of December 2018. This is an increase of 3.67% from the P2.938
billion in 2017.This increase is lower than the increase6fi%. from P2.519 billion gross assessment in
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2016. Less the cancellations made for the period and the problematic assessment of more than
P220.956 million, the net assessment for 2018 totaled P2.816 billion.

In 2018, the City of Surigao registered a Crude Birth Rate (CBR) of 17.38 with 2,840 live births.
This reflects a slight increase from the 2017 CBR of 16.59 with 2,667 live births. The CBR means that for
every 1,000 poplation, there were 17 newborns during the year. The Crude Death Rate (CDR), on the
other hand, decreased slightly from 5.77 with 927 deaths in 2017 to 5.15 in 2018 with 842 deaths. The
Top three leading causes of mortality remained consistent: Cardioastiskases, MukDrgan Failure
and Cancer (all types), which were lifestyeelated. Tuberculosis and Pneumonia were the
communicable diseases which also belonged to the top 10 leading causes of mortality in the city.

The top common diseases consultatl the health centers including hospitals were Upper
Respiratory Tract Infection, Animal Bites, Cough and Colds, Skin Diseases, Urinary Tract Infection,
Wounds (all types), Hypertension, Dengue Fever, Pneumonia and Diarrhea.

The NeeNatal Mortality Rate (o the probability of dying during the first 28 days of life,
expressed per 1,000 live births) was reflected at 5.28 with 15 deaths. This figure reflects a 54% decline
from the reported 33 cases in 2017. The most prevalent cause of neonatal deaths weratdN&gpsis,
prematurity, Respiratory Distress Syndrome and Multiorgan dysfunction.

There were three (3) recorded maternal deaths in 2018, reflecting a significant decrease from
the six (6) deaths in 2017. This means that for every 1,000 livebirths, there was one (1) mother who died
during pregnancy, delivery or pastpartum. The leadingsea of death were: Disseminated Intravascular
Coagulopathy (DIC) secondary to Hypovolemic shock secondary to bleeding placenta praevia; Massive
Myocardial Infarction; and DIC secondary to severe postpartum hemorrhage secondary to uterine tear.
These matenal deaths could have been averted if the deliveries were made in a health facility and
handled by health professionals.

MATERNAL HEALTH

These preventable maternal mortalitie
were attributed to the unhealthy practice of
pregnant women of not seeking early pnatal
consultation. Service delivery records showed th
the number of pregnant women with four (4) or
more prenatal visits decreased from 62% of th |
estimated total number of pregnant women in 201
to 58% in 2018. The minimum of four (4) pratal
consultations is in accordance with the World Heal
Organization (WHO) an Department of Health
(DOH) guidelinesTetanus Toxoid (TT2+) coverag
remained at 40% for the past two (2) conseculti Maternal and Neonatal Consultative Meeting
years. This was attributed partly to the
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apprehension of the target population to the introduction of the fidese Tetanus Diphtherigaccine

Newborn babies and young infants born to mothers
with anti-tetanus antibodies are also protecteg@igainst tetanus by acquired maternal antibodio
address this, the City Government intensied its information dissemination activities on the importance
of the TD2+ on maternal and child health.

On the other hand, the coverage of complete Iron with Fobicd Aupplement increased from
35% to 58% due to availability of supplies from the city government and the Department of Health
(DOH)Caraga. 99% of the pregnant women with 4 or more prenatal visits received complete Iron
Supplementation. A total of 180 tédts of Iron with Folic Acids recommended foevery pregnant
woman to prevent maternal anaemia, puerperal sepsisy luirth weight, and even Hemorrhage during
childbirth, which is a major cause of maternal mortality.

During the year, the Citiealth Offce sustained its campaign for zehmme delivery. As a
result, there was an 7% increase in the percentage of fatitised deliveries both public and private.

Moreoverthe introduction ofthe Philhealth Electronic claims submission
systemposted some problems in the processing of claims which prompted other mothers to deliver
instead in public hospitals, where they could readily avail of the maternity health package under
Philhealth.

Newborn Child Health and Nutrition (MNCHN) and therM/ Health Organizatio®a Y I 22 NJ 32| f
reducing maternal and neonatal mortality wecensistently undertaken so that every delivery would be
facility-based and managed by skilled birth attendants/skilled health professionals.

The World Health Organization (WHO) and Department of Health (DOH) guidelines provide that
postpartum (PP) mothershould have at least two (2) PP visits, the first within 24 hours after delivery
and the 29 within a week after delivery. Based on the computed target population, the number of PP
mothers with at least two (2) visits in 2018 decreased to 53% from 67%lin. 7o address this health
issue, health personnel and barangay health workers coratuttome visits to PP mothers and
strengthen awareness on the importance of PP clinic clugclvithin one (1) week after delivery until
six (6) weeks. There was a markadrease in the proportion of PP women who were given complete
Iron with Folic Acid from 39% in 2017 to 50% in 2018. Such increase was brought about by the
availability of supplies from the City Government and the DOH Regional Health Office.

The Contracepve Prevalence Rate (or the proportion of currently married women in the
reproductive ages of 189 years reporting current use of any contraceptive method) decreased slightly
from 58.55% in 2017 to 56.72% in 20¥&hile this wasan improvement already fm the 2012 baseline
data of 39.31%, it remained to kEelow the national target of 65%. Some of hindering factors were the
negative response of the religious sector to the use of contraceptives and the misconceptions on some
of the methods of conception.

In the delivery of Child Care services, 380 newborns were screfamedertain harmful or

medical management and treatment. As a result of the continued information, education and
motivation campaign on the Newborn Screening Program, more mothers were convinced to submit
their babies for screening.
